The state of the global economy is less
than ideal. Zoom into Malaysia, where
the Ringgit keeps depreciating against
foreign currencies and the cost of
living continues to rise, leaving people
of all ages to ask themselves: How am |
going to raise a family in this condition?

Urbanisation has vastly contributed
fo the overall growth of the country,
however, the rapid surge in young
people moving info cities has also
saturated the market and inflated
pricing -- from houses to basic
groceries. On average, suburbs
and distfricts close to Kuala Lumpur
but without the area code are
significantly more affordable, cost
savvy and comfortable.

cost close to RM22. The cost of renting
a one bedroom apartment in the city
cenfre of Seremban averages around
RMT1,400; in Kuala Lumpur, the same
unit would be going anywhere between
RM2,200 - RM2,400.

The disparity might not seem compelling
enough for cause of argument, but that
17 per cent is the difference between a
disposable monthly salary of RM10,000
for Serembanites and RM4,422 for
residents of Kuala Lumpur.

For a lot of mature adults, one of the
biggest debates is whether to remain
in urban areas or eventually relocate
to the suburbs — somewhere close
enough fo sfill maintain a city life and
career, but distant enough so they can
gain a work/life balance. In a study
released by the National Associatfion of
Home Builders, they found that people
born after 1977 are now more inclined
to living in single-family homes outside
of urban areas, even if they currently
now live and work in big cities.

First thing that may cross your mind is
through a Will. Writing a Will is no longer a
tfaboo nowadays and people are willing
fo spend money on preparing a Will by
engaging fhe relevant professionals.
Besides that, having a Will is no longer
an elderly man’s kind of thing. Young
couples have started to acknowledge
the importance of a Will to cater to the

. needs of their offspring in case of any

unexpected misfortune.

The root purpose of preparing a Will has
ever changed although the conception
of it had. A Will is only effective when the
estator dies. Affer a person has moved
on from this life to wherever one believes,
e shall leave doubts on the rightful
successor(s) of his estate without a clear
instruction. As melancholic as life can be,
what will be more distressing than to see

- family members/ connected persons of

the deceased engage in dispute over
his/her estate. This is where a Will may
come in handy.

What is a Will?

One person can specifically choose his
beneficiary for certain property in his
estate with a Will.The testator can appoint
the person of his choice including any of
its beneficiaries fo administer his estate,
i.e. fo be his executor. However, do note
the beneficiary cannot at the same time
be the withess to the Will.

Where there is a valid Will, i.e., a Will that
conforms to the Wills Act 1959, the first
question arises will be the availability of
the executor. If the appointed person is
available and willing fo be his executor of
the will, then the executor can commence
fo file in High Court the Pefition for Grant
of Probate. Otherwise, any person other
than the appointed person will need to
prepare for the Petition for Grant of Letters
of Administration with Will Annexed if the
appointed person is unable or unwilling
fo be the executor.

Grant of Probate

The Executor has to petition for Grant of
Probate as his first step to execute the
Will. These documents are necessary for
such petition:

. original death certificate;

the original Will;

the identity card of the executor; and
. and a list of the deceased’s assets
and liabilities.

A Hearing datfe will be given after filing
of the Petition. On the Hearing date,
the Executor is personally required to
aftend before the Registrar. The Court
will inform whether Borang C has been
issued of which is a return form under
Section 77A and a nofice of assessment
under Section 90 (2) of the Income
Tax Act 1967. Upon fulfilling all the
Court requirements, a Court order shall
be granted with a letter requesting for
payment with necessary documents.

The Executor or if legally represented, his
Lawyer will then comply with the confents
of the letter issued by the Court. The
documents mentioned are:

a copy of Will;

list of assets and liabilities;
Sumpah Pentfadbiran; and
payment

After all the procedures and formalities are
conformed, the Grant of Probate may be
granted by Court within two weeks time.

How property transfers through a Will

Upon the procurement of the Grant of
Probate, the Executor may commence
the execution of the Wil maybe by
the assistance of his lawyer. Proper
conveyance instrument is required
in transferring the property from the
deceased / Executor fo the rightful
beneficiary(ies). The norm is property will
first be transferred to the Executor from
the deceased, it is later transferred fo the
beneficiary(ies) from the Executor.

a. If the property has a title, Borang 14A,
Transfer from in the National Land
Code 1965 will be used;

b. if title has not been issued then Deed
of Assignment (by way of fransfer) is
fo be used.

A nominal amount will need to be paid as
the Stamp Duty for the above mentioned
transferring instruments.

Real Property Gains Tax (RPGT) on
property transferred by a Will

The document to transfer above will
be accompanied by 3 (or commonly
known as CKHT, abbreviation for
Cukai Keuntungan Harta Tanah in our
national language) forms which shall
be executed by the executfor and the
beneficiary respectively.

In order fo compute RPGT, the date
of acquisition of a property has to be
ascertained. The Real Property Gains
Tax (RPGT) Act 1976 takes the date
of death of the deceased as the date
the executfor acquire the property. This
was the result of an amendment made
by the Finance Act (No.2) 1985 to
Section 39 (g) of the RPGT Act which
took effect on 1 January 1986. As such,

if the beneficiary/Executor sells the
property within 5 years, the following
RPGT rate shall apply.The current rate of
RPGT is illustrated in the following fable:

Conclusion

Be prepared that such transfer of real estate property upon
death of the testator is a lengthy process but nonetheless is
workable when conducted in proper way. The conveyance
process without a Will is equally long, if not longer. The
Will gives more freedom to the testator to decide on the
distribution of his estate and possibly minimizes the risk of
dispute over the estate. The fees and costs of the transfers
are also catered for in the Will to lessen the burden of the
Executor in executing the Will.
