‘If you fake a look at our architecture,
we infused a bit of British-inspired
inferior into our design,” said Felix E.B.
Lee, CEO of Matrix Global Schools. Lee
emphasised that while the architecture
of MGS is a reminder that the
schools chase a 21st century western
curriculum, it also pays homage fo the
country’s heritage. This can be seen
from the combination of a rich colonial
facade, a modern interior and the Harry
Potter-inspired barrel ceiling lobbies.

The business of education in Malaysia
is a sensitive topic, often blemished
as a political dialogue. Malaysia is
uniquely diversed, being home to a
population of multiple ethnicities and
backgrounds. Academic institutions
are categorised by languages and
syllabus before governmental, private
or international. Students are, from
the very beginning of their academic
tenure, sorted info ‘school types’
depending on whether they are
aftending a Malay-medium or non-

Malay-medium school, which the latter
divides into Chinese or Tamil schools.

While all schools are obligated to
admit students regardless of race or
language, the separate and divided
outlook have long been crificised
by various communities as well as
educators and facilitators. In 2013,
the government issued a 13-year
Malaysia Education Blueprint (2013-
2025) to outline structure, financials
and policies fo transform the institute
in Malaysia, gravitating the country
tfowards its goal to become a high-
income nation. As of 2010, a majority
of Malaysians were only sitting on
a secondary school education;
only 15 per cent of all students
pursuing tertiary education.

Over the course of the
past two decades, as
the middle income
group expands in the
country, international
and privatised learning
have risen in importance
among parents and students
alike. Just a little less than three
years old, Matrix Global Schools
not only brought the two curricula
info one campus tfo form a ftruly
global academic destination, but
also inherited a 130-year-old tradition
via its collaboration with Ellesmere
College, UK for Sixth Form.

Having been in education for over 30
years, Denise Sinclair is currently serving
as the campus  principal of Matrix
Global Schools. According to Sinclair,
Malaysia is a very young nation when it
comes to education.

"There's a great deal of respect for
teachers in Malaysia, which is different
from Europe or western societies.
The difference even, between other
countries in Southeast Asia, including
China, for example, is that these
countries are very results driven while
in Malaysia, it's generally more laid
back, which leads to real learning
and learning for learning’s sake.
Parents are trusting and respectful of
teachers,” said Sinclair.

The word ‘global’ was adopted
in naming Matrix Global Schools
instead of the standard classification
of the schools as ‘International’ or
‘Private” to bring forth a sense of
unity. For MGS, precedence and
importance are placed on blending
varying cultures together, allowing
an environment where children do
not categorise each other by race,
religion, upbringing or status.

"Our children don’t see colour or
religion, they work together for the
benefit of all,” said Sinclair. “It's a mix

of everything, they don’t see anything
wrong with playing together. When
they get a bit older, they might
become more reserved, but [the
students] are very much about
being fogether and supporting one
another. This is what defines Malaysia
and education for me.”

TOGETHER AS ONE

Combined, both schools currently
have a student body of close to 800
students and a total of 119 faculty
members. The campus was built to
accommodate 2,500 students and
aims to enrol up to 1,000 students
by January 2018's intake. Over the
course of the next five years, MGS
plans to take the school onfo a
fruly global stage, bringing more
international students to board and
study under its curriculum. As of
toda, the school is educating over 11
nationalities, excluding Malaysians.

Maftrix  Global Schools boast a
majority of local enrolments.
According to Sinclair, the schools
are being set up to cater to the local
communities. "We have facilities to
support the state’s [Negeri Sembilan]
basketball and football teams. We
are also starting to attract students
from Kuala Lumpur.”

Being newcomers in the field of
education, Matrix Global Schools hhas
won multiple awards and accolades,
including SME 100 Fast Moving
Companies in Malaysia of 2014, the
HR Asia Award (Best Companies to
work for in Asia) in 2015 and 2016,
the BrandLaureate SMEs Corporate
Branding Award (Education-
International School) in 2014 and
the Asia Pacific Entrepreneur Award
(APEA) in 2015. This is a result of the
immensely experienced management
feam whose experience extends to
starting up numerous schools, both
local and globalh.

Matrix  Global Schools’” academic

among the two schools. While the
campus has two infakes — January
for private, January and September for
infernational — the schools finish on the
same day. "All our ferm dates are the
same, although the terms are called
something different,” said Sinclair.

‘For example, we are currently
operating term  three for the
infernational school, which is term one
for the private school, but we starfed
on the same day and we finish on the
same day. Likewise, term one for the
private school is the same as ferm two
for infernational school.” Sinclair and
Lee stressed that this sefup makes the
campus unique and supportive of the
one vision ideal.

"This calendar enables us fo run our
co-curricular activities (CCA), events
and facilities fogether. We introduced
this calendar 18 months ago and the
previous year has been a transition
year.The calendar has been planned
up till 2020, said Sinclair.

Felix Lee shared that the school’s
goal is to expose students at MGS to
a British-based education, regardless
of which school they're studying at.
"A British-based education includes a
mix of outdoor and indoor curricular,
which in my opinion, are both equally
important. We run an international
curriculum locally, which enables
us fo better prepare our students to
study overseas. More importantly, we
focus on life skills,which is critical for
their life outside of school and gives
them a strong foundation to face
challenges in their lives.”

ON THE GLOBAL ARENA

According fo an arficle released by
EdSurge, Asian parenfs spend roughly
15 per cent on children’s supplemental
education, which is higher than the 2
per cent that American parents spend.
Over the next three years, the tutorship
industry will spike up to USD200 billion in
Asia Pacific, according to Global Industry
Analysts. In Malaysia, more than 45 per
cent of parents pay extra to send their
kids to affer school programmes in order
fo prepare them for end of term fests.

"Parents these days are basing their
kids’ education on their own education,
which was 20-30 years ago. Things are

different now and we're delivering a
different set of knowledge and skill.

”

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By far, education is the most valuable
investment a parent could make towards
his/her child. However, in Asia, the desire
for academic reputation has both
compromised and troubled the industry.
Governments in advanced countries
such as Hong Kong and Singapore
have both pointed to parents as being
their institutes’ biggest obstacle, valuing
status over learning.

In a study released by Manu Kapur, a
professor of psychological studies at
the Education University of Hong Kong,
he found that the biggest challenge
with modern education is the ethos of
achievement so deeply embedded into
the cultfure of a country.

Sinclair and Felix Lee both agree,
advocating for a more flexible and
personal form of education. ‘The
demand for students fo go fto a good
university is very high in Malaysia. Parents
pressure schools fo deliver, which then
puts pressure onto teachers. We [MGS]
stand by the fact that, of course, we want
good exam results, but af the same fime,
we don't believe that learning is all about
exam resulfs.

"Every child deserves and has the
right fo a good education, to develop
their own potential. When schools are
pressured to deliver all the A grades and
[in Malaysia] SPM grades are measured
by text book learning, the school can
easily lose frack of their students, they
see children as numbers instead of
individuals,” said Sinclair.

Felix Lee emphasised that for MGS, the
importance lies in exposing children to
a different formats of learning. 'A vast
majority of schools like ours in our location
would generally not attract European
parents; we actually want parents from
within the region, say Vietnam, South
Korea, Japan, India, Pakistan. Parents
from the region want their kids enrolled
in an English-speaking environment,
which gives us the advantage. *

Currently, the school is facilitating
exchange programmes from Shanghai
and Shenzhen, which are fo be
expanded to more cities in China. Since
this publication, Felix Lee has engaged in
talks with institutions in South Korea for a
collaborative programme for exchange
students. The school, in tfandem, also
runs summer camp programmes that
are British-based.

"We had 39 students during the first
batch of infakes with our Shanghai
partners and 50 students in the second
bafch. Our upcoming intake will be in
January 2018 to coincide with China’s
pre-university entrance exams, known
as 'da kao’ (K%), which takes place in
June. They have to be enrolled in our
programme for 18 months, a sort of
preparatfory course aimed at qualifying
them for their exams in June.”

All exchange foreign students arriving
fo Matrix Global Schools are provided
with full boarding, allowing them to live
among their peers and engage with
local students who are also attending as
full board students.

FUSION VISION

The campus shares a core philosophy of
"West meets East,” boundless and unified
under one identity, one society.

‘According fo licences, we are a fusion
school offering two streams (two schools),
branded under 'MGS'. In ferms of our
educational ethos, which is where the
focus is understanding the subject
matter. Maths is maths regardless of the
national/CIE curriculum,” said Lee.

Where the two school streams start
bleeding info each other is in their
feachings and learning modules. While
the private school studies under the
Malaysian curriculum, they are taught in
the manner of a British education, which
mairries critical learning with applied skills.

“This fusion is aligned with our ‘East meets
West, West meets East’ philosophy. There is
no difference between our private school
and our infernational school except for
certain required subjects,” said Felix Lee.

Matrix Global Schools is still on the path to
chisel out its identity and be represented
on a global stage. Putting education and
students’ welfare ahead of profits and
enrolment numbers have separated the
campus in Seremban from the rest.

‘It's about the kids, not the numbers,” said
Sinclair. "Yes, we want the 2,500 students;
yes, we want our students fo go to the best
universities, yes, we want our children to
achieve great exam results; but learning
is so much more than that. What we're
frying to do here at Matrix Global Schools
is fo stand up against that ethos and
nurture our Kids.

‘It's important that our teachers are also
facilitators. They need to encourage
students, engage them, get them off
their smartphones and oufside tfo learn
about the world. Learning is hands-on,”
said Sinclair.

The vision for the next three to five years
for Matrix Global Schools is fo truly
be an infernational campus. Beyond
China and South Korea, the feam
behind the brand MGS will be reaching
out to international campuses to sign
collaborative partnerships and student
exchange programmes.

"The more we can enrich our community
for our students, the closer Matrix
Global Schools comes to being a ftruly
international campus,” said Lee.

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The cycling frend has landed in
Malaysia with quite the storm.
Without warning, pictures of cycling
kakis flooded social media - full
gear, happy faces, sweat and clearly
grinning from ear fo ear in absolutel
elation. The hobby that has people
packing their bike bags and fraveling
fo outskirt suburbs for a challenge is,
as enfthusiasts put it, an addiction.

The days of simple recreational
cycling are gone, replaced with a
sophistication that webs out into
more than 20 categories with varying
bike-types. The human-engineered
and powered vehicle most commonly
comes in two-wheel known as the
‘bicycle’, but its’ relatives include the
unicycles, tricycles and quadracycles
(one, three and four wheels).

Every year, Cycle Sendayan, a fwo-
day cycling event, takes place in
Bandar Sri Sendayan, Seremban,
involving cyclists fo compete in a
series of activities and network.
The event features BMX cycling
(bicycle  motocross), mountain
biking (off-road) and road biking
(tour). Cycle Sendayan requires its
competitors to be skilled in their
respective sport, which includes
having a base understanding of
the equipment and infrastructure
of the environment,

Cycling is for everyone, but fo
best enjoy the sport and reap ifs
maximum benefit, it boils down to
understanding the type of cycling
that draws you in and what kind of
support you need.

Besides all the good cycling is for the

TWOSWHEEL RIDE

It’s all-season round cycling weather in Malaysia. As the
sport gains more prominence and attracts new hobbyists,
be mindful of these basic essentials.

one of the most accessible sports
in the world, being that once you've
ridden a bike, you can always ride
a bike. To say that it is pricey is an
exaggeration, but to say that it is the
most affordable sport one can dabble
in is falsehood. Boftom line, cycling
requires that you have a bicycle to
ride and a suitable one can dig deep
info pockets, especially with modern
set-ups where one can customise
even the pedal locking mechanism.

By far, the most common bike types
are  mountain  and road bikes.
According tfo triathlete Sue Kay, it is,
firstly, important to understand the
type of cycling you plan on getting
info when choosing your first bike.

‘Whether you want fo do mountain
biking, road cycling or just to
commute to and from work, different
bikes have different abilities,” said Kay.
"‘Determine what type of cycling you'd
want to get info then look into your
budget. How much are you willing
fo invest? And think about the future
progression of your cycling activities.

‘Do you see yourself cycling for a long
time? What do you want to achieve
in the next year? Do you want to win
a race? In such cases, you may want
fo invest a little more in your first bike
instead of upgrading it later on, which
might cost more.”

The road/tour bicycles are made for
long distance that can be modified
and upgraded to carry heavy loads.
The frame is often supported by 700C
(622 mm) wheels for less resistance
and  befter handling; however,
depending on the type of touring
and whether or not the rider is in
competition, the rims may be wider
for speed.

Modern bicycles can also have up
to 33 gears, which can be daunting
for beginners.

UNDERSTAND GEARS

It's basically mathematics. As a child,
many were first infroduced to the
cycling culture with a single speed
road bike or a three gear mountain
bike. You're either riding on low,
neutral or high gear - not much to
it. But foday, a bicycle can pack up
to 33 gears with a 10-speed cassette
paired with triple chainrings.

What are chainrings? The sprockets
that crank or convert motion into
movement when laced with chains.

"Find a nice group to join for
those fun weekend rides, there
are plenty of them out there.
Just as around and someone
will know someone who knows
a group that's doing some fun
ride somewhere. Join them'”

While it is not necessary to have
the maximum amount of gears af
your disposal, multi-gears function is
indispensible.Think of a manual-drive
car. When the ferrain or gradient
increases, the car will need to drop
its gear in order to climb with less
resistance. When the road is flat or
descending, a higher gear ensures
cruising. The same theory applies to
bike gears. Gears help the rider keep
momentum so not to tire or strain his/
her muscles.

The most common set up for
beginners are two front chainrings
paired with 11 sprockets in the cogset.
This gives the rider a gear change of
up to 22 speeds and is suitable for
road racing. The ftriple set up most
suifable for climbing ferrains has
three front chainrings, which provides
the rider with more low gear opftions.

To make it simple: # of chainrings
multiplied by # of sprockets give you
the total amount of gears you have
at your disposal.

DON’'T BE THAT PERSON

Like slipping into a pair of new shoes,
buying the right bicycle for you will
largely determine how enjoyable
cycling can be. As a rule of thumb,
Kay shares that getting a bike that
fits properly is just as important
as understanding the mechanics
behind the crankset.

"Newbies often overlook this bit,
thinking it's not important when
it is actually the most important
component,” said Kay. A properly
fitted bike means you can cycle
for longer and avoid unnecessary
injuries. Another mistake newbies
make is doing foo much tfoo soon.
"Cycling is as much a social
gathering asitis a great workout.”
"Understand your body and learn to
be patient with it. Do not deep dive
into it, unless you are at a level of
great fitness. Gradually increase the
distance and maintain a nutritional
diet before and after your ride. Make
sure fo eat.

"Finally, the biggest mistake is not
wearing a helmet,” stressed Kay.
"Don’t be stupid, wear your helmet.
No helmet, no ride.”

Grouping up with similar minded
kakis also make for a more enjoyable
experience. Kay is in the opinion that
in order to reap the most joy out of
cycling. it is important to find a coach
that can help you train.

"Cycling is as much a social
gathering as it is a great workout.”

KEEPING UP WITH THE RIDE

It can be as simple as dropping
your equipment off to a service
centre for its regular maintenance
or as complicated as a do-it-yourself
weekend shenanigan. Nevertheless,
the equipment that you invested in
and carry you needs proper attention
and upkeep.

"Was your bike regularly, especially
mountain bikes that almost always
get dirty after a ride in the ftrails. Take
good care of your bike chains, that's
what drive the bike forward so make
sure to pay close attention to it.”

Kay advises that for every 100
kilometres, the chains will need to
be re-lubricated with a special chain
lube that can be found at any bike
specialty store.

"You don’t have to wash your bike
after every ride, but you do have fo
wipe down your bike chain with a
cloth to remove dirt and debris before
you stow your bike away. Aside from
that, make sure your bike is in good
condition, that your tyres are healthy
and the treads are not worn out.”

Bear in mind, a bicycle is a motorised
vehicle, albeit manually powered.
Depending on how frequently you
ride, it is wise to get it properly
serviced by a professional bike
mechanic twice a year.

‘Go around and meet the local
bike mechanics or ask around for
reputable ones. Before any race, get
your bike serviced,” said Kay.

Start out modest. When it comes to
cycling, it's not about how quickly
you can push the boundaries or how
branded the set-up is; but it is about
finding the right sef-up that supports
your current fitness and lifestyle
level. With dedication and a tinge
of passion for the sport, perhaps the
next Cycle Sendayan would see you
as a participant.

Aktiviti  berbasikal  mula  mendapat
fempat di Malaysia dengan pantas.
Di laman media sosial, terpampang
pelbagai gambar penggemar sukan ini
dalam pelbagai aksi. Jelas tergambar
kegembiraan dan kepuasan mereka. Aktiviti
ini furut membawa para penunggang
ke seluruh ceruk rantau untuk meneroka
cabaran baharu atau lebih fepat dilabel
sebagai mencari inspirasi unfuk memenuhi
ketagihan itu.

Era kayuhan basikal sebagai rekreasi felah
berlalu. Pada masa kini, berbasikal dilihat
sebagai aktiviti yang lebih sofistikated
dengan lebih daripada 20 jenis basikal
pelbagai variasi. Selain  basikal  biasa
bertayar dua, ada juga basikal yang
bertayar satu, tiga dan empat.

Cycle Sendayan merupakan acara
fahunan yang dianjurkan di Bandar Sri
Sendayan, Seremban. la merangkumi
pelbagai akfiviti kayuhan dan jaringan
seperti kayuhan BMX, kayuhan rentas
desa dan kayuhan jalanan.  Cycle
Sendayan mengasah  bakat  para
penunggang agar mengaplikasi  skil
funggangan  dengan  pengefahuan
meluas tentang keperluan asas kayuhan,
peralatan dan infrastruktur laluan.

Berbasikal adalah aktiviti yang sesuai
untuk semua lapisan umur. Namun untuk
menikmati kelebihan aktiviti ini secara
opfimum, anda perlu faham fentang
keperluan sukan ini dan apa yang dapat
membantu anda melakukannya dengan
lebih efektif.

TUNGGANGAN BASIKAL

Aktiviti - berbasikal membawa  pelbagai
faedah bukan sahaja  kepada alom
sekitar dan fizikal penunggang, ia turut
membangkit  rasa  kepuasan  dalam
kalangan penunggang. Yang pasti, ia
boleh membawa kepada ketagihan.Sukan
ini bukanlah sukan yang terlalu mahal. la
mampu diikuti oleh semua orang mengikut
kemampuan dan keperluan kayuhan.
Pelbagai aksesori basikal boleh ditempah
mengikut kehendak penunggang dan
ia membabitkan kos yang lebih tinggi
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bergantung kepada tahap kecanggihan
basikal itu seperti mekanisma kunci pedal.

Jenis basikal yang paling umum adalah
‘mountain’ dan basikal jalanan. Menurut
aflet trialthon, Sue Kay aspek paling utama
adaloh  memahami  jenis tunggangan
untfuk  memilih jenis basikal  yang
bersesuaian dengannya.

"Setiap tunggangan memerlukan basikal
yang berbeza seperti kayuhan berulang
alik ke tempat kerja, kayuhan jalanan
afau merentas desa,” ujar Kay. "Matlamat
kayuhan akan furut mempengaruhi kos
yang ingin dilaburkan untuk sukan ini.
Adakah aktiviti ini sekadar memenuhi
masa lapang afau unfuk jangkamasa
panjang? Adakah anda tekad mahu
berlumba? Jika ya, anda patut melabur
dengan bijak dan merancang keperluan
basikal yang hendak dibeli.”

Kebanyaokan basikal jalanan  dibina
dengan keupayaan unfuk modifikasi dan
mampu menampung muatan yang agak
berat. Kebiasaannya, kerangka basikal
diperkukuh dengan 700cc  (622mm)
besi untuk kelancaran kayuhan dan
pengendalian yang lancar. Malah, rim
basikal boleh digubah mengikut saiz
kelajuan yang dikehendaki penunggang.
Terdapat 33 gear bagi basikal moden
masa kini. Bagi para penunggang amatur,
ia agak mencabar untuk ditangani.

MEMAHAMI GEAR

Konsep gear berpaksi kepada ilmu
matematik. Setiap penunggang akan
menggunakan kelajuan perlahan,
sederhana dan laju. Sebuah basikal
moden mempunyai 33 gear dengan 10
kelojuan pada jaringan tfiga rantaian.
Rantai  berfungsi  untuk  mengubah
pergerakan kepada kelajuan.

“Ayuh ceburi kumpulan
penunggang santai pada
hujung minggu. Melalui mereka,
anda dapat bertemu dengan
kumpulan penunggang lain
di merata tempar dengan
pelbagai aktiviti menarik.”

Keperluan penggunaan gear secara
maksimum adalah  tertakluk  kepada
kondisi kayuhan. Secara perbandingan,
lihat bagaimana pemanduan sebuah
kereta secara manual. Apabila melalui
cerun atau laluan berbukit, gear kereta
perlu diturunkan untuk mendaki. Apabila
laluan  mendatar, gear tinggi lebih
sesuai untuk pemanduan lebih laju dan
lancar. Teori yang sama terpakai untuk
tunggangan basikal. Gear membantu
para penunggang agar tidak mudah letih.

Bagi penunggang amatur, dua pasang
chainrings bahagion hadapan dengan
11 sprockets amat disarankan. Ini memberi
keupayaan pertukaran  sehingga 22
gear dan sesuai untuk kayuhan jalanan.
Manakala tiga pasang chainrings lebih
sesuai untuk pendakian bercerun di mana
ia memberi keupayaan gear rendah
kepada penunggang.
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Kesimpulannya,  bilangan  chainrings
digandakan dengan bilangan sprockets
akan memberi jumlah gear yang
diperlukan oleh seseorang penunggang.

BIJAK MEMILIH, MENANG MEMAKAI

Membeli sebuah basikal ibarat membeli
sepasang kasut. la akan memberi kesan
ferhadap keselesaan kayuhan. Membeli
basikal yang bersesuion amat penting
seperti memahami mekanisma  sebuah
basikal dan cara ia berfungsi.  Para
penunggang amatur kadangkala telepas
pandang kepentingan aspek ini.

‘Basikal yang memiliki ciri-ciri keselamatan
yang sempurna mampu mengelakkan
penunggang daripada bencana yang
fidak sepatufnya,” tegas Kay lagi. Para
penunggang amatfur juga disarankan
fidak mencuba aksi yang pelbagai
dengan melulu.

‘Fahami gerak fizikal tubuh anda dan
belajar bersabar. Jangan terburu-buru
untuk mencuba pelbagai kayuhan
dengan drastic. Pastikan anda memiliki
tahap kecergasan fizikal dan mental
yang baik. Tambah jarak kayuhan
secara berperingkat dan amalkan
pengambilan  diet yang lengkap
sebelum dan selepas tunggangan.

Kesalahan paling utama adalah kegagalan
memakaitopi keledar,” ujar Kay. ‘Pakailah fopi
keledar untuk keselamatan tunggangan.”

Kayuhan secara berkumpulan  juga
dapat memberi lebih kepuasan dan
pengalaman yang berbeza berbanding
kayuhan individu. Mendapatkan khidmart
nasinat seorang jurulatin juga mampu
memberi  kepuasan yang mendalam.
Berbasikal adalah senaman yang baik
selain menggalakkan seseorang bersosial
secara sihat.

BERBASIKAL SECARA LESTARI

Basikal anda perlu diservis secara berkala.
Anda boleh melakukannya sendiri atau
hantar ke kedai. Penyelenggaraan rapi
ini dapat memanjangkan hayat dan
mengekalkan prestasi kayuhannya.

Pemerhatian ferhadap rantai  basikal
amat penting selepas setiap tunggangan
berakhir. Aspek kebersihan perlu dititikber-
atkan. Bagi sefiap 100 kilometer kayuhan,
rantai perlu dibubuh minyak pelincir khas
yang boleh didapati di kedai basikal.

Tidak perlu mencuci basikal selepas setiap
funggangan. Memadai  mengelapnya
dengan kain untuk menanggalkan kotoran
dan habuk yang terlekat. Pastikan bunga
fayar tidak haus.

Basikal adalah sebuah kenderaan bermotor
yang ditunggang secara manual. Adalah
digalakkan agar ia dihantar untuk servis
oleh juru mekanik professional sekurang-
kurangnya 2 kali sefahun bergantung
kepada kadar kayuhan dan funggangan
anda.

The hard truth is, Malaysia isn’t the
safest country in the world - not
in the suburbs and certainly not
within cities. According to the most
recent Global Peace Index that
measures countries liveability, safety
and likelihood of (external/internal)
conflicts, Malaysia comes in at 30th
place, and that's mainly due to ifs
global alliances with other countries,
which means war is at bay.

A good conversation starter at
the dinner table, but for those of
whom are living in the country, the
sentiment is less than optimistic. In
the past two years, business district
Kuala Lumpur has been labelled
a high-threat locatfion by the US
Department of State’s OSAC division,
stating that “petty crime is fairly
common, especially theft, smash-
and-grab by vehicles and residential
burglaries.” Although violent crime
has decreased in the country since
2009, the crime rate is increasing.

Numbeo estimated that about 60
per cent of all crimes committed in
Malaysia involved physical attack on
the victim or victims, regardless of
the level of crime. With social media
abuzz carrying constant reels and
news of assault, it's a wonder how
Malaysians still manage to conduct
and uphold any social engagement.

To say ‘it will not happen to me” is
being ignorant of society. Violence
can happen to anyone, anytime,
anywhere. While it is not encouraged
tfo run headstrong info danger, it
is advisable that everyone has a
baseline of combat knowledge.
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PUSH, DON'T TUG

When an attack is imminent and
no one can be found in sight, it is
crucial that you stay alert and aware.
Find the direction in which opens
an escape route and position your
body in that direction. Make verbal
threats such as "Back off”, "You won't
get away with this!” If the pursuant
moves forward, raise both arms, the
dominant hand higher at about the
same height as your jaw. Spread your
legs, one slightly more forward so your
feet are planted firmly on the ground.

Not every victim is a female and not
all assaults are committed by male.
Violence is genderless and the only
thing that could possibly save your
life is by knowing exactly which parts

of the body does the most damage.
Regardless of body mass and height,
everyone has the same vulnerable
areas, such as the ears, eyes, neck,
groin/crotch, knee, and lower leg.

Effective self-defence also includes
knowing which parts of your body
are the sftrongest: the elbow, side
shoulder, knee and lower leg. Never
under any circumstances step closer
fo your aftacker if you can reach a
vulnerable part of his/her body at
a distance. If the groin is the most
open, go for the groin before even
considering attacking the eyes with
your chopstick fingers.

The purpose is to do the most amount
of damage while conserving the
maximum amount of energy possible

tfo make an escape. If your attacker is
down, avoid turning back around to
do more damage. Run.

EXERCISE CAUTION

Weapons could potentially take out
a life or hurt the carrier. If you're not
frained in combat with weapons, you
might actually hurt yourself in the
process of defending your life rather
than save yourself. If your attacker is
coming fowards you with a weapon,
your best bet is to attack his/her
weak points, causing a sharp pain o
course so the weapon drops.

The number one rule to remember
when it comes to self-defence: don't
be a hero.

The word “resilient” is defined as “the ability
fo withstand or recover quickly from difficult
conditions; to spring back into shape affer
bending, stretching, or being compressed.”
